Uses a title that explains what the 
instructions are for

Uses headings and sub-headings

Includes an introductory sentence to draw 
the reader in

Includes a list of what is needed, possibly using 
bullet points

Puts the steps in chronological order using numbers 
or bullet points to separate each instruction

Uses imperative (bossy) verbs

Uses adverbs, conjunctions and prepositions to add 
detail to instructions

May include a conclusion sentence

May include tips and extra advice for the reader

May include pictures and captions to guide 
the reader
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
